            St. Louis Holocaust survivors will share their accounts of the transitional, difficult period between darkness and hope following World War II.  Survivors faced enormous challenges and transitions as they struggled to regain physical and emotional strength while searching for dispersed and lost families. Many survivors began their healing process in Displaced Persons (DP) Camps, where some lived for up to seven years. Others tried to return to pre-war hometowns or began the complex process of emigration. Still others were committed to the Zionist dream of rebuilding their lives in Palestine, which was established as the new state of Israel in 1948.
